SAFETY PRECAUTIONS 
Carefully read all the safety warnings and precautions in the User
Manual before operation as they provide important information for
the safe assembly, use and maintenance of the steam generator.
This appliance must only be used in accordance with the
instructions as stated in the User Manual. 

The steam stream produced by the steam machine is incredibly
hot, over 100º. It is important to understand that this machine
produces dry steam. This means the temperature drops off
dramatically from the nozzle. To sanitise surfaces you must have
contact with the surface within 5-10cm range of the nozzle. You
can pass your hand safely through the steam stream a 30cm
distance as the steam is then cold and therefore ineffective. 

101 Degreaser: Steam Australia's 101 Degreaser is heat safe and
biodegradable. This is the ONLY degreaser that can be used
inside the SV8D machine, via the detergent tank. 

ACCESSORY MAINTENANCE
It is recommended that you visually inspect your accessories prior
to use. It is important to ensure that your hose and accessories are
all in good condition before use. You should ensure all locking
clips are undamaged, the flexible hose is in good condition and all
O-rings are present. O-rings can be found on some accessories,
all extensions and both ends of the hose. If you notice steam
leaking from some accessories, check the O-rings from the area
where the hose/accessories connection leaks steam. Replace the
O-rings if needed.

The SV8 range includes the best featured light commercial steam and vacuum machines on the market. The
SV8D and SV8W boast a huge 8 Bar of steam pressure with simultaneous adjustable steam output, and
adjustable vacuum capabilities. The SV8D has the ability to inject detergent down the steam line to assist in built
up dirt and grime on hard and soft surfaces. The SV8W features a water injection function, allowing you to
increase the volume of water present facilitating a sanitise and rinse process - particularly suited for soft surfaces.
The SV8 permits cleaning and sanitising without the need to use chemicals, ensuring a professional level clean
every time across a wide range of industries.

Steam cleaning is hygienic and helps us reduce our water and chemical consumption making us more
environmentally responsible. High temperature dry steam removes dirt and kills bacteria including dust mites,
mould, bed bugs and other pathogens. It can be used on many different of surfaces including: ceramic floor tiles,
stone floors, parquet flooring, vinyl floors, carpets, rugs, wooden ceilings, wall paper, windows, mirrors, sanitary
ware, taps, cooking surfaces, ovens, grills, radiators, window and door frames, furniture, fireplaces, cars, seats
etc. Steam can be generated continuously by topping up the water tank when required. 

Dry Steam Cleaning is different to traditional cleaning methods. The SV8 produces steam at over 170º in the
boiler, this temperature drops off to around 130º at the nozzle allowing to kill up to 99.999% of bacteria and viral
agents including mould, dust mites and bed bugs. Only using minimal water, this superheated dry steam has a
moisture content of only 5%. This allows to deep clean below the surface and effectively lift built up dirt and grime
while sanitising surfaces and reduces the amount of “elbow grease” required.

For hard surfaces such as:

The S/V Floor tool is a multi purpose tool with multiple inserts for cleaning a range of
surfaces. Simply rotate the grey dials to lock and unlock tool. For most hard floor
areas, the squeegee insert is recommended. This allows for easy vacuuming on hard
surfaces such as, tiles and grout, non slip surfaces, marble and concrete. For
hardwood floors use the bristled insert for a softer finish. For carpeted areas, use the
carpet slider.

Using the squeegee insert, firstly use high steam pressure to release dirt off the
surface. This will bring dirt, oils and grime to a solution form (fig. 1 & 2). Then,
disengage the steam and turn on the vacuum to vacuum the floor dry of all residue
(fig. 3). Repeat where necessary. 

SV8D: For tricky to remove dirt and grime, engage detergent function. This will
periodically pump detergent into the steam line. Activate steam, allow detergent to
pump out the desired amount, then switch off detergent injection, continue to steam
then vacuum until surface is clean & almost dry. Tip:  less is more with degreaser. 

SV8W: Do not activate water injection function when using the floor tool unless in
area with drain, such as bathroom, kitchen or outside.

When using with carpets, use carpet glider insert. Set steam to medium and vacuum
level to high (fig.4 ). 

To sanitise mattresses and upholstery you can adapt the floor tool into a steam pad
by fitting the large microfibre sockette (Optional). This creates a super-heated steam
pocket to effectively sanitise carpets, upholstery & mattresses (fig.5 & 6). 

Caution: When switching inserts, tool may be hot. When microfibre is being used, it
retains more moisture and traps the heat. This super-heated steam pocket must be
used with caution. Tools will be hot after use. Best for sanitising

Steam/Vac detail nozzle is a versatile tool and can run a range of attachments such as
brushes, scraper, plunger, weed bell and vacuum nozzles. Tool can be used on its own for
focused steam spray. Use a high quality microfibre cloth to collect residue.

For best results when cleaning grout, hold brush on angle to clean side of the grout line,
and then tilt in other direction to clean the other side of the grout line (fig. 1).

Sanitise toilet lip and bowl, basins, drains and taps. Easy to access tricky spots with angled
detail nozzle (fig. 2). 

Circular motions and medium pressure will assist to remove baked on grease from ovens
and cooktops (fig. 3 & 4) in commercial kitchens. The 38mm brush size is recommended.
Tip: Firmly press a plastic steel wool into the brush, this can accelerate your clean with an
abrasive scratch-proof surface.

Steam into hard to reach areas such as sliding door tracks. Detail nozzle can aid access to
otherwise difficult to clean areas (fig. 5).

Attach vacuum nozzles to tool for complete cleaning. Using low to medium steam, target
areas with nozzle, deactivate steam, change angle of tool, activate vacuum and suck up
any dislodged dirt and grime. The horizontal vac tool is great for use on flat areas in
particular when targeting tiles & grout (fig. 4), vertical vac tool is great for skirting boards,
edges and between furniture. 

Tip: Stainless steel/brass brushes can be fitted onto detail nozzle to scrub off certain hard-
to-remove stains in nooks and crannies. Stainless steel is particularly effective on grout.
When cleaning a new surface, always start with nylon, then progress to brass, then
stainless steel.

The Rectangular Floor Brush is an excellent tool where agitation is required. The brush
features a tough row of nylon bristles along the perimeter of the tool. This is a great
tool for maintenance floor cleaning, where little pressure is applied with use of high
quality microfibre. This brush can also be used to scrub off hard-to-remove dirt and
built up grime on hard floors, mould and limescale in shower recess, moss and algae
on outdoor tiles in particular around a pool, spa, or garden bed with excess moisture. 

Begin with low level steam to loosen bacteria and grime, introduce light scrubbing
with or without steam activated (as required). In stubborn areas use level 2 or 3 steam
followed by moderate brushing (fig.1).

This tool can be fitted with microfibre cloth to be used as a steam mop with trailing
microfibre to clean and sanitise floors (fig.2). Simply attach microfibre to rear clips on
top of the tool. Steam surface, scrub if required, turn off steam, flip microfibre around
the base of the tool to mop up residue (fig.3)

The Triangle Brush is a wonderfully versatile medium sized tool. The brush features a
tough row of nylon bristles along the perimeter of the tool. This is a great tool for
quick surface sanitising  where little pressure is applied with use of high quality
microfibre. This brush can also be used to scrub off hard-to-remove dirt and built up
grime in hard to reach areas such as skirting boards, range hoods, corner areas,
ceilings, under bench or cupboard storage.

Cover weed
with bell ensuring centre of steam spray is directed at weed. With downward pressure
and medium steam, hold down over weed for 10-15 seconds. Some weeds depending
on size or type may take longer to kill. Assess the results and repeat process up to a
week after first application. 

Plunger accessory fits on the end of the detail nozzle. It can then be placed over a sink
drain for bathroom and kitchen use.  By blocking the sink, pressure builds up and
pushes steam through the s-bend. This can effectively remove blockages and
deodorise sink drains.

Caution: Be wary if your sink has an overflow, that steam will escape and may cause
injury. Ensure the overflow is covered tightly with a material which will not heat up
and burn you.
